Japan's economy grew 0.3 in the 
April-June quarter from the previ­
ous quarter. That was lower than 
economists' forecasts of over 2.0 per 
cent, arid translates to a 1.4 per cent 
expansion in annualised terms. 

The expansion in the latest quar­
ter was the fourth straight quarter of 

, growth, although still at fragile rates. 
The economy was virtually flat in 
October-December but did not 
shrink. 

Exports of goods and services rose 
1.2 per cent during the April-june 
period, slower than 3.4 per cent seen 
in the previous quarter, the Cabinet 
Office said. 

Imports, meanwhile, rose 1.6 per­
cent, compared with a rise of 2.2 per 
cent in January-March. 

While officials stressed the bright 
side of the data, private economists 
sounded concerns as the Chinese 
economy, which is a key driver of 
regional growth, suffers a deceler­
ation and stimUlUS programmes at 
home begin to expire.

Greece GDP shrinks 
6.2pc in 2nd quarter 
ATHENS: The Greek economy, strug­
gling in a fifth year of recession, 
shrank 6.2 per cent in the second 
quarter compared with a year ear­
lier, offici~ data showed yesterday. 

The economy Contracted 6.5 per 
cent in the first quarter, worse than 
the initially given 6.2 per cent, ac­
cording to revised figures issued in 
June. 

The Bank of Greece expects the 
economy to shrink 4.5 per cent for 
2012 as a whole, following a 6.9 per 
cent drop last year. 

The country is relying on two fi­
nancial rescue packages backed by 
the EU, the International Monetary 
Fund and the European Central 
Bank worth around €240 billion 
(RM920 billion) for its economic sur-
vival. ' 

Last year, private creditors agreed 
to write-off more than €100 billion 
in debt, roughly half the amount 
they were owed, as,part of a second 
bailout programme. 

Harsh austerity measures and eco­
nomic reforms linked to the aid 
agreements have taken their toll on 
the economy, with unemployment 
hitting record highs. 

The latest official data, made pub­
lic last week, showed a record 23.1 
per cent jobless rate for May, with 
almost 1.15 ntillion people registere~ 

as unemployed. 
The conservative-led coalition 

government has yet to finalise 
spending cuts of about €11.5 billion 
in order to unlock its next aid in­
stallment worth some €31 billion. ' 

The cuts will be presented to the 
auditors of the country's interna­
tional EU, International Monetary 
Fund and European Central Bank 
creditors, who visited Athens recent­
ly and are expected to return in 
September. , ' 

The so-called troika of auditors 
has Said it will remain in the Greek 
capital for the entire month. 

Foilowing a two-month political 
deadlock, as a result of back-to-back 
elections in May and June, Greece , 
has, fallen behind in the implemen­
tation of reforms that are part of its 
loan agreements, amid mounting in­
ternational pressure. 

In an effort to ensure that inter-, 
national support for Greece will con­
tinue, Greek Prime Minister Antonis 
Samaras is scheduled to meet head 
of the eurozone finance ministers 
group Jean-Claude Juncker in 
Athens on August 22. 

Samaras will also meet German 
Chancellor Angela Merkel in Berlin ' 
on August 24 and French President 
Francois Hollande the next day in 
Paris.AFP
