Kangar, 20 Julai – 20 final year students of Universiti Malaysia Perlis (UniMAP) 

were offered employment at Tessolve Semiconductor Sdn. Bhd. in Penang 

before graduating in October 2018. 

"They will start their duties in August," said Dr. Ruswahida Ibnu Ruslan, the 

Senior Assistant Registrar of Centre for Industrial and Governmental 

Collaboration (CIGC). 

"This is the first and the second batch involving 58 students called for an 

interview session in May at UniMAP and June in Penang”, she added.
